4. This form must be signed and dated by the owner(s) of the mare at the time of foaling.

5. The recorded owner must have their full name, address, phone number and CMA number entered on this
form.

6. The Designated Breeder must sign and date this form.

7. A witness is required to sign for both the mare owner(s) and the Designated Breeder(s).
